Burglaries and Break-ins in your Area 

Taken from the police public website here are the burglary numbers by police area from 1 – 31 May 2019.  
There were 93 reports of unlawful entry with intent to burglary, break and enter during May. Total figures for 
2019 so far are in brackets. To protect the privacy of individuals, the police remove sensitive details revealing 
specific “time and place”. 

Please note that police named areas do not exactly match Neighbourhood Support Group areas.  If your area is 
not mentioned, it is not available from the police:  members can view these police statistics on line.
